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LEASE ADDENDUM FOR DRUG-FREE HOUSING

In consideration of the execution or renewal of a lease of the dwelling unit identified in the lease, the Lac du Flambeau Chippewa Housing Authority (CHA) and Tenant agree as follows:

1. Tenant, all approved Tenant household members, guests and other person under the Tenant’s control will not permit the dwelling unit to be used for, or to facilitate criminal activity, including drug-related activity, gang activity, and any other unlawful activity, regardless of whether such activity is within the confines of the Tenant’s residence, or on/near project premises.

2. Tenant, all approved Tenant household members, guests and other person under the Tenant’s control shall not engage in acts of violence or threats of violence, including, but not limited to, the unlawful discharge of firearms on or near project premises.

The Tenant acknowledges that drug-related criminal activity includes but is not limited to:

(i) Possession, usage, distribution, transportation, sale, manufacture, or storage of illegal drugs and/or drug paraphernalia; or

(ii) Conviction of violation any state or federal laws relating to illegal drugs, drug paraphernalia and/or illegal firearms.

Violation of the above provisions shall be a material violation of the lease and good cause for termination of tenancy.  

UNLESS OTHERWISE PROVIDED BY LAW, PROOF OF CRIMINAL ACTIVITY (DRUG-RELATED OR OTHERWISE) SHALL NOT REQUIRE PROOF OF CONVICTION, BUT SHALL BE SUPPORTED BY REASONABLE SUSPICION, AS THE TERM IS DEFINED BY LAW.

The Tenant also acknowledges that he/she is subject to any and all applicable laws, policies, procedures, regulations, and the like, governing CHA and the community it serves, which include, but are not limited to, CHA’s drug testing policies, requiring each tenant to submit to a drug test in order to qualify for Tribal housing, and, that, any person who fails such drug test shall be ineligible for Tribal housing as specified within CHA policies.  Tenant also acknowledges that he/she has been provided, or, at Tenant’s request, will be provided with copies of CHA policies and procedures.

In case of conflict between the provisions of this addendum and any other provisions of the lease, the provisions of the addendum shall govern.

This lease addendum is incorporated into the lease executed or renewed this day between CHA and Tenant
